Psychology Semester 2 Final Project - Media Portfolio

1. Students are encouraged to include samples from a wide variety of sources, including newspapers, magazines, editorials, advice and medical columns, cartoons, etc.  

2. Students should collect one clipping per chapter.
3. Students then should annotate each clipping by:

a. providing its source

b. identifying the unit of study

c. summarizing the media example 

d. explaining how it relates to a particular psychological concept, theory, or research finding from the text or lecture.  

Each portfolio entry will be evaluated based on the following major dimensions:

1. relevance of the clipping to the course material  (10 pts)

2. accuracy of student description  (10 pts)

3. originality (i.e. ability to make clever or non-obvious connections between clippings and concepts) 
(5 pts)
